 As geographers we will consider how people make a living. We will explore jobs and why they are important. We will group jobs into sectors, explore industries in the UK, We will find out how people make a living in other parts of the world. We will also think about unemployment and its effects. 





English-


As readers and writers, we will study:


Escape from Pompei by Christina Balit, Amazing Islands by Sabrina Weiss and Kerry Hyndm and Koji’s Island by The Literacy Company. As readers, together we will read, DK Find out! Volcanoes by Maria Gill and Ariki and the Island of


Wonders by Nicola Davies. We will focus on using description in our writing, noun phrases and fronted adverbials. 


Each week, the children will be continuing to develop their handwriting and specific grammar and punctuation skills. We will continue to work on our weekly spellings. These can be found on our google classroom (your child knows how to access this) but any problems please ask. 











RE- As theologians we will…


Our topics are called Galilee to Jerusalem and Dessert to Garden . We think about why some people gave the title ‘Christ’ and make links with scripture. We will make links with Jesus’ being the messiah. We will use religious vocabulary to describe the sacrament of the sick. We will make links between Jesus being the Messiah and Nicene creed.
