As theologians we will… be thinking about the Old Testament and particularly the story of Noah.  We will think about new beginnings and we will link this to our families and our own experiences. We will think about how amazing the world is and how important it is to look after it. 
You can help by– talk to your child about things that are important to you and that you are thankful for. Pray together with your child. 

As mathematicians y2 will…  focus on numbers to 100. We will be counting in different groups, comparing and representing numbers to 100 in different ways. We will look at the value of numbers and practise counting on and back in different steps and groups. We will look at addition and subtraction using known facts and applying these to numbers to 100. We will continue using Power Maths to support fluency and reasoning. 
You can help by – practising counting in groups of 2, 5 and 10 and number bonds to 10 and 20. We will also be using Maths Flex for home learning and practise activities. Log ins will be shared with the children and we will have a look at this in class time too. 

















You can help by:
As scientists we will… exploring and developing our investigative skills. We will learn about famous scientists and some of the work they do or did. We will focus on Isaac Newton and think about pushes and pulls related to our PE and History work. We will also look for signs of Autumn.
You can help by- Think about pushes and pulls we see around us. 
Can you spot or collect signs of Autumn? 
As readers and writers we will…be focussing on crafting and constructing sentences. Grammar and writing strategies will be embedded and talked about throughout the sequences of learning. Children will be encouraged to collect and extend and use new vocabulary every session. They will be taught to apply phonic knowledge and spelling strategies in discreet sessions but reminded to apply them as part of their writing. Reading takes place daily as part of individual or whole class sessions and children are encouraged to develop their love of books with class story sessions.
You can help by - reading every night with and to your child. Please make a note in the record book, commenting on different aspects their reading.

					As digital citizens we will…be focusing on internet safety. We will learn the importance of searching safely and when we need to talk to adults. We will also be using IXL to help with our maths and English. 
 You can help by-.talking to your child about being safe on the internet. Help your child to practise skills on IXL. (The information for logging on will be in your childs’ reading record book.) 
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PSHE
We will begin with some `getting to know you sessions `and establishing our class rules. We will go on to think about roles and responsibilities and how we can care for the environment. We will think about money and how to save. We will also talk about diversity and will use stories that look at how we are all the same but different. You can help by: talking about ways in which your child is special and thinking about what makes them unique.

As athletes we will… be focussing on skills of throwing and catching and developing our awareness of games and working as a team. We will be supported by sports coaches for some lessons focusing on multi-skills and keeping fit and healthy.
