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As theologians we will be following a unit called `Galilee to Jerusalem `. The children will find out that Jesus was presented at the Temple and that some people recognise that he is the Son of God. They will retell the story of how Jesus gets lost in the Temple and learn about what he might have been like as a little boy. We will learn that Jesus chose his disciples to help him, and that Jesus showed love and kindness to others. We will find out that people changed after they met him.


You can help by:  talking about how they can show love and kindness to others in their lives.








As readers and writers we will… continuing to develop and use our phonic knowledge to blend and read words, aiming to be able to do this in our heads. We will be increasing the number of alternative graphemes that we know for each sound to support us with our reading and spellings. In our writing children will be reminded about how to write in sentences, making sure they remember to use capital letters and full stops, question marks and exclamation marks.  Please ensure that children read their reading practice book at home after their 3 reads in school and return it to keep our sets complete. This is a vital part of their reading journey.
































As mathematicians we will…be counting in 10`s and `1s and comparing and ordering numbers. The children will begin to recognise the place value of each digit in a 2-digit number. We will be focussing on numbers to 20and then up to 50. We will use different resources to represent these numbers and we will talk about what they notice.


 You can help by: practising counting up and back to 20/ 50. Asking children to tell you one more / 1 less than a number and asking how many tens and ones are in a given the 2 digit number. Make sure they can recognise and write the numbers to 20 accurately. Continue to help them to recall pairs to 10 instantly to help build their number fluency. Can they use this knowledge to help them subtract as well?
