As scientists we will be naming body parts, exploring how we use our bodies and investigating our five senses.


After we will learn about materials and their properties. We will think about the difference between an object and the material that it is made from. We will learn why some materials are better suited to make certain things than others.  You can help by- exploring your senses, tasting new things and exploring how things feel.
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As theologians we will learn the story of Creation and recognise that it helps us to understand more about God and how He made the world. We will explore the world that God has given us and think about what it means to us. 


We will learn about Laudato Si. You can help by: Encouraging your child to think about how they can look after the world, reminding them it is a gift for everyone.

 As readers and writers we will…be writing sentences as part of story writing and instructions. The children will be focussing on constructing sentences orally and saying them out loud before writing them using capital letters and full stops. We will be continuing to develop daily phonic knowledge using our Little Wandle scheme. Weekly home learning will help them consolidate this as well as using their knowledge as they read.


You can help by: listening to your child read EVERY day. We are focussing on the children developing fluency in their reading. This only happens if they re-read their books. We also want to help develop a love for books and reading.
































As mathematicians this term we will focus on numbers to 10. We will be thinking about number bonds and becoming really secure in our knowledge of using addition and subtraction. Children will use a range of practical resources to support them in finding answers and to prove their thinking.


 We will learn about 2d and 3d shapes and the properties of them. (How many sides and vertices they have.) 





You can help by- practising number bonds to 10. Practise counting forwards and backwards starting from different numbers. See what shapes you can spot when you are out and about. Practise writing numbers correctly.
