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As we begin this term, we will be continuing with our Space unit. We will then move into Organisms before the half term where will explore the classification of animals, plants, and micro-organisms based on their characteristics. They will use classification keys, scientific vocabulary, and hands-on activities to identify and group organisms. Students will learn about Carl Linnaeus' classification system and apply it through experiments and outdoor exploration. They will also investigate local organisms, classify plants and animals, and research unfamiliar species using books and the internet. This unit fosters a deeper understanding of biological classification and its importance.














As readers and writers, students will explore The Selfish Giant, developing reading comprehension skills such as identifying themes, making comparisons, drawing inferences, and evaluating language choices. They will also focus on discussing books and justifying their views. For writing, students will create a narrative retelling from the giant's perspective, integrating dialogue, description, and character development. Greater depth students will write from the perspective of the special tree, enhancing their narrative with vocabulary and grammar.��In our guided reading we will be In this unit, students will extract and record information from non-fiction texts, clarify vocabulary using dictionaries, summarise key ideas, make inferences, and explore themes. They will discuss how language, structure, and presentation contribute to meaning, highlighting engaging words and phrases. Additionally, they will read The Happy Prince by Oscar Wilde and other tales, analysing themes such as compassion, selflessness, and the impact of kindness.

As mathematicians, we will ensure that each day includes a review of prior knowledge, along with daily times tables practice, as a key part of deepening our understanding.�The year 6’s will start 2025 off by learning about ratio and proportion and applying this knowledge to scale drawings. After that, year 6 will begin a unit on algebra.
