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ICT


As digital citizens we will learn:


To use the internet safely. We will talk about how to go online safely, online accuracy and age restrictions on digital media and devices. 


We will investigate how to use microbits and build on our knowledge of coding. 


We will use purple mash to code. 


We will learn how to use the internet effectively and use search engines effectively.  




















 History and Geography- 


As geographers we will consider the following:


How people choose where and how to make a settlement. We will think about early settlers. We will consider how different settlements some are and how they can change over time. We will plan our own settlements and record them using map skills. 


As historians we will build on what some children in Fernworthy began learning about last year, the Anglo Saxons, Picts and Scots. We will link this to our geography learning and think about where they settled and why. We will go into depth about Anglo Saxon life and think about what it was like to live in Anglo Saxon Britain. We will link this to English learning about Vikings and think about why they wanted to settle in Britain. 





English-


As readers and writers, we will start by studying


the text, The Midnight Panther by Poonam Mistry. This book has beautiful imagery and we will write our own poems, reports about big cats and then we will adapt the story to write our own version. We will then use the text Odd and the Frost Giants by Neil Gaiman. 


In guided reading we will be using the book Viking Voyagers by Jack Tite. 


Our class read will be discussed this week so please ask your child which one we decided on.  


We will begin to practise our spellings, the test will be on Fridays so please help your child to learn them. 


Each week, the children will be continuing to develop their handwriting and specific grammar and punctuation skills.











Art and DT-


As artists we will tell our own stories through drawing. We will learn about the artists Laura Carlin and Saun Tan. We will practise with pencils in our sketch books and then make our own stories based on the story of Beowolf. 


In DT we will make a mindful moment timer using a micobit. We will look at different timers and think about what it means to have mindful moments. We will then design and make one and evaluate it. 











RE- As theologians we will…


be learning about Abraham. We will learn the background to Abraham’s story. We will begin to understand the covenant Abraham made with God. We will then explore how God kept his promise to Abraham and how nothing is impossible to God.


We will think about how faith influences people to care for the planet and what we can do to take care of our common home. 


We will continue to think about our social catholic teaching throughout all of our lessons across the curriculum and in our prayer time. 


Our virtue for this term is humility. We will think about how we discover the truth about ourselves and take action for positive change. 





Music- 


As musicians we will…


Learn Anglo-Saxon and Viking themed songs. Add rhythm and simple accompaniment. We will continue to develop our musical skills through the Charanga scheme. We will think about musical structures. We will think about musical sections that repeat and change to help create the structure of a song.

French- 


As linguists we will…


Learn how to greet one another. We will think about places in town.  We will learn some numbers in French. We will think about where some French cities are. 








Maths- 


As mathematicians 


we will…


Learn our times tables up to 12 x 12.


Y4 will start their focus on using and partitioning numbers to 1000. We will think about 1, 10, 100 and 1000 more and less. 


Y5 will focus on using and partitioning numbers to 1,000,000.  We will then focus on addition and subtraction. We will round to check numbers and think about the inverse operations. 





Science- As scientists we will…


Learn about how our food is digested. We will classify carnivores, herbivores and omnivores. We will think about food chains. We will learn about teeth, different types of teeth and how to keep them healthy. We will then think about the next journey of our food into our digestive system. We will learn how it works and describe the basic functions of the digestive system. 








PE- As athletes we will…


Orienteering – we will working as a team to build success. We will create maps to follow. 


Netball – we will focus on ball skills, the positions in the game and begin to play some games.
